Dear Friends, 

      I was hoping by the end of the 
week to have our newsletter for the 
month of January sent off to you, 
complete with the picture of us with 
our new teammates, Liz and 
Holly.  However, we have had some 
more urgent issues that needed our 
attention and you to join us in pray-

ing.   Not long after we arrived in Fatick, we discovered a 
major electrical problem in our house (which knocked out 
about half of the house’s electricity).  Travis worked with 
a local electrician for several days trying to fix the prob-
lem. Part of that time,  I have been in Dakar with Liz and Holly doing orientation and supervising their lan-
guage learning.  Travis and the children arrived in Dakar this weekend, and he and I joined Liz and Holly in 
language learning on Monday.  Early this morning (Tuesday), our house helper called us to let us know that 
there had been a fire during the night at our house.  The guard was able to get in and turn the breaker off, 
finding that it was an electrical fire, and run into the laundry room, where the fire was, and throw water on 
it.  We were told that most likely the our washing machine is lost.  We also used the laundry room for storage, 
but we’re unsure as to what was close to the outlet the washing machine was plugged into.  Other than that, 
we do not know the extent of the damage, but Travis is gathering a team to return to Fatick to     assess the 
damage and work on the wiring.   
     Please join us as we pray for Travis and those that are helping him in Fatick.  Join us in praising and 
thanking God that He alerted our night guard to the problem.  More serious damage could have occurred had 
he not seen it when he did.  We also thank God that we were all in Dakar, safe and sound.  
     We have so much on our plate right now, since we found out that we will be responsible for the storage, 
organization, and distribution of the 40,000 Operation Christmas Child boxes to the other churches and mis-
sions joining in the distribution.  This will take a lot of our time during the months of February and March, be-
fore, during, and after they’re delivered.  Please pray that the Lord will sustain us as we strive to do His will.           
     The kids and I will stay in Dakar while Travis is in Fatick with the team.  God has gifted him as a problem-
solver and a tenacious worker, but he has not had a break since he arrived in country January 2.  Please pray 
for his strength and health and that he will soon get the rest he needs.  We appreciate your prayers.
