     Recently, a Disaster Relief volunteer passed away unexpectedly of a stroke 
while working on a mission construction trip in Jamaica.  He did not have insur-
ance that covered the med-evac back to the States which is very expensive.  If you 
plan on going on a mission trip, please check with your primary insurance carrier to 
verify what your coverage is.  The information and links that follow may be benefi-
cial for additional coverage that your primary medical plan does not include for just 
a few dollars a day during your mission trip. 
 

Insurance Information  
     Adams & Associates International has developed a package of Insurance bene-
fits specifically designed for Volunteers on Mission activities within the USA and 
Canada. This is ñEXCESSò Accident Medical coverage. It is designed to cover 
medical expenses that are not covered under a persons ñprimaryò medical pro-
gram.  International Mission Board policy requires all volunteers involved in an IMB 
volunteer project to purchase insurance for their protection. The insurance offered 
by Adams & Associates International, official carrier for the IMB, provides medical, 
accidental death, medical evacuation, disability and many other benefits. The vol-
unteer or sponsor is responsible for the cost of this coverage. Information on this 
insurance and an enrollment form can be found at Adams & Associates Interna-
tional.
