e January 2009 new regulations

Rick Heironimus, IBSA Administrative Team President, spoke at the
May 20 Executive Board Meeting about new IRS regulations that will go
into effect on January 1, 2009 for the 403(b) Retirement Plan for all non
-profit organizations. Before the end of the year, here’s a reminder of
what to do:

1. Go to www.guidestone.org/ChurchPlanRegs
Maintain a copy of the 403(b) Retirement Plan for Southern
Baptist Churches, follow the link in Step 1 and use the pass-
word: guidestone

3. Complete the Rules and Procedures for Eligibility & Contribu-
tions form

4. Determine if a single or multiple investment provides will be
used

5. Assign retirement plan compliance responsibilities

Your written plan document will need to include: definition of
compensation, eligibility for plan participation, and the contribution
schedule.
