Writings from Sue Strekal in Slovakia

Dobry den!!

It is fall in Kosice after a quick change from summer
last week-- now the weather is cloudy and rainy and
chilly. After another holiday weekend last Friday-
Monday, we have completed another week of school. |
am finally learning some of the 180+ names of students
and remembering which rooms to go to every period. |
have 22 classes every week.

So in a little over a month, | have been in 5 countries--
Slovakia, Hungary, Czech Republic, Austria, and Ger-
many. | feel like a vagabond, but maybe this weekend i
will stay in SK, even in Kosice. This is such a charming
city w/ its old cathedral in the town square, and its
"singing fountains”. | sometimes can hardly believe that
the Lord has put me here. The people here view them-
selves as a Christian nation, but there is a lack of faith
here, especially in many of my students. They go to a
Christian school, but they lack commitment to their
faith. So remember to keep them in your prayers.

| have found a Baptist church about 5 minutes by foot.
The service is in Slovak, but | get to use a translator
(like a Bluetooth). | also attended a gypsy church the
first weekend | was in Kosice-- the singing was wonder-
ful -- what beautiful voices those 3 ladies had!!

People here are satisfied w/ so much less than we
Americans; | thank the Lord for the multitude of bless-
ings he has given us, but feel ashamed sometimes of
what we consider necessities. | realize that we can live
a much simpler life and be just as content-- such things
as no towels in the girls' bathrooms ( | heard last year
the girls had to bring their own tissues/toilet paper) is
an acceptable thing. And there is not so much of a
choice of items in the grocery store. Gas costs about
$8-10 gallon and milk is about $7 gallon. Of course,
teachers here are one of the lowest paid in the coun-
try. Thanks to all of you for your financial support-- it is
greatly appreciated.

| am keeping a journal because someday | might like to write
a book; | am hoping to learn a little more Slovak this year--
what a helpless feeling when people try to communicate w/
you and you have no idea what is going on.

Please keep these matters in your prayers:

-Health for my teammates and me

-using opportunities to share my faith w/ the students

-students to be receptive to the gospel

-unity w/ my teammates

-watch care for everyone back home, especially our
parents

-financial difficulties (credit card matters) to be resolved
easily and quickly
